MARCH 1 —Is It Too Late to Make a Difference? Speaker: Patti Henry

Moving from simply looking on to simply changing the world, women have cata-

pulted the healing process that's going on in the world today. Come hear psychothera-

pist and author Patti Henry tell some of their amazing stories -- stories that will inspire

you to make a difference in this world, too.

MARCH 8 — William Jennings Bryan. Orson Cook will discuss the changing his-
torical reputation of William Jennings Bryan, the thrice failed Democratic candidate
for president at the turn of the last century. For several decades, Bryan's reputation
has suffered, largely due to his association with creationism at the famous Scopes
Trial in 1925. But recently some historians, including Dr. Cook, have begun to re-
evaluate the "Great Commoner" in a more favorable light. Behind all of Bryan's reli-
gious rhetoric and Christian symbolism, Professor Cook suggests, beat the heart of the
founder of the progressive wing of Democratic Party thirty years before Franklin Roo-
sevelt.

MARCH 15 — Where Are We? Speaker: Jim Lawrence

How do we get from the fearless “try any-
thing” state of childhood to the boxed-in “I
can't” so prevalent in our grownup years? Is
there some rhyme or reason to it? Is it simply
too many failures or criticisms? Is it the
change from generalist to specialist—
developing skills as an engineer crowding out
creative writing brain activity? How can we
embrace William Ellery Channing’s ideal of
the full unfolding of every human spirit?

As a community of faith, we may not have all
the answers, but we do have a few pretty

powerful things going for us. Church is a
place where people can grow their spirits
actively, trying new skills on for size and
learning from those more experienced. It can
be a safe place to get out of our usual box of
what we do. As each of us brings our best
selves to the table, we can support and affirm
each other, gently challenging and guiding
and moving forward in love.

The children and youth try something new
almost every Sunday morning. In this loving
environment we might construct graham
cracker cantilevered buildings, play a coop-
erative game or explore another culture. We
are all constantly amazed at the talents un-
covered and the joys released in this room of
young Unitarian Universalists. What do you
get to do in your life that that has that oppor-
tunity for satisfaction?

Each week during the Sunday 10 o'clock
hour, the children are continuing their explo-
ration of UU principles and history—right
now we're in the midst of a building unit,
featuring lessons about Frank Lloyd Wright
and sculptor Daniel Chester French. Next
we will embrace our exploring sides, learn-
ing about Vihjamur Stefansson, N.C. Wyeth,
and others!
