It reminds me of a workshop with Michael
Durall two years ago. He used the image of a
mobile, carefully strung structures balancing
and shifting with the breeze. That if a mobile
were still, it could be lovely, but it wouldn’t
hold your attention. It is the change, and the
constant adjustments, which make a mobile,
our homes, and our congregations compel-
ling.

And yet, these shifts are unsettling. We are
most comfortable when we know where we
stand and when everything is in its place.
Adding something new, be it a dog or a ser-
vice element, can bring anxiety for everyone.
So it is extremely important that we talk
about changes, fully discussing the reasoning
and the mechanics beforehand, and affirming
the feelings of all during the transition. If
something isn’t working smoothly after a set
time, perhaps additional adjustments need to
be made.

As we made the change to include the chil-
dren in weekly services, we tugged several

strings in our congregational mobile. There
have been little wrinkles—difficulty with
microphones, coordinating the offering. But
by and large, it has been a fun adventure.
The children are glad to be welcomed into
the community at large and relish an expand-
ing understanding of the Fellowship and the
world. The adults get to see the young faces
and hear their fresh views and voices.

I am looking forward to our next Program-
ming Workshop on Sunday, April 5. We
will set up our Worship calendar for the sec-
ond half of the year, working together to up-
hold that which is worthy of celebrating and
affirming.

Each week during the Sunday 10 o'clock
hour, the children are continuing their explo-
ration of UU principles and history—right
now we're in the midst of an exploration
unit, featuring lessons about Vilhjalmur Ste-
fansson, N.C. Wyeth, and others! And at
11am we’re learning the rhythms of congre-
gational life, in our songs and rituals.

The Religious Education Committee meets
each month—stay tuned for our next date as
we will be rescheduling it to make way for
our annual UFH Seder (April 9™). If you
have any questions or concerns, please feel
free to bring them to me or to Bob Wiener,
RE Chair.
