knob for correcting the behavior (including
napping) of unruly youngsters.

Thankfully, said staffs have been retired to
museums and now ushers hand out papers and
help people to their seats. And yet in many
churches, all must sit motionless, silent, and
intent only upon the speaker.

Like many, I concentrate far better when I
have something in my hands, so I was over-
joyed to learn that this was a long tradition in
our denominational histories. Women tradi-
tionally brought in needlework, though some
of both genders would have small bound jour-
nals for notes and sketches. These traditions
continue—you may have noticed Barbara
Derrick produce gorgeous portraits in our sa-
cred space. Unitarian Universalists of all
ages have embraced knitting, crocheting, nee-
dlepoint and even tatting as they listen and
participate in Sunday worship.

I try to give our children and youth a little
something each week—pipe cleaners to bend
and braid or busy sheets with topical word
searches and mazes ranging from simple to
and fro to intricate grids with multiple solu-

tions. These little activities are grounding—
the children go to their seats and get to work,
with some quiet cooperation as the rest of
the congregation gets settled. Some days
they fuss that they aren’t quite done with one
of the puzzles and it’s already time to leave
the service. And for all that they seem so
intent, they’re catching on to the rhythms of
worship and picking up messages as well!

Each week during the Sunday 10 o'clock
hour, the children are continuing their explo-
ration of UU principles and history—we are
beginning a unit on Unitarians and Univer-
salists who exemplify our principle of the
interconnected web of life, including Henry
David Thoreau, Beatrix Potter, and P.T. Bar-
num. At 1lam we’re splitting our time be-
tween the multigenerational service and our
own projects and fun. We hope to make
more bags for the homeless soon, so bring
your paper money! $3 for a bag full of shelf-
stable treats you can distribute as you see fit.

The Religious Education Committee meets
at the Fellowship, at 7 PM on the second
Thursday of each month. Our next meeting
will be May 14" -- we hope to discuss sum-
mer plans and curricula for the fall. If you
have any questions, concerns, or ideas,
please feel free to bring them to me or to
Bob Wiener, RE Chair.
