The first half of the twentieth century was afiéhe most tumultuous periods in human historyplgsive advances in
technology and science coupled with two disastearsd wars had profound effects on intellectuad Bind especially
philosophy. An important influence among Englisid &erman speaking philosophers was a radical sed@mtion of
the foundations of language, the very medium offogbphical expression. These investigations prochpésv questions
about what philosophy is and what it could hopadcomplish. While virtually every conclusion ofghinguistic school
has now been rejected, the effects of the lingutstin are strongly felt in philosophy today, amdbc everything from
the analysis of science to theories of moralitiigien and the meaning of life.

In fact some of our most profound questions oabe answered by philosophy. The way our langwagé&s we can-
not provide meaningfulness with abstract theoriesilosophy has thus become a fellowship of spigesaivhich at-
tempt to describe “truth” and under what circumsén biology, psychology and linguistics, for exdesp So that con-
crete situations of moral ambiguity such as, “leréibn wrong?” should be approached with askingarspecifically—
"Under what circumstances?”
